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The Ministry of Education will grant a High School Diploma to a student who has fulfilled the following requirements:

· 54 credits in Sec. IV and Sec. V

· 20 of these credits must be at the Sec. V level

Of these credits, the following courses are compulsory:

· Sec. V English




6 credits

· Sec. V French (second language)

4 credits

· Sec. IV History of Quebec & Canada
4 credits

· Sec. IV Math




6 credits

· Sec. IV Physical Science


6 credits

For students coming from outside of the Quebec Province: 

If you are a student coming from another Canadian province or if you are a foreign student, getting credit for Sec. V math will automatically give you credit for Sec. IV Math. The same thing applies for French, English, Physical Education, and Advisory credits. This will allow you to obtain the 54 credits necessary for graduation.  
However, in order to get your Quebec High School Diploma (DES) you must pass Secondary IV History of Quebec and Canada as well as Physical Science. 
Credits for Physical Science (Sec. IV) can be obtained by passing a Chemistry or Physics course in secondary V. Alternatively, you can write the Physical Science Secondary IV Ministry Exam either in January, June or August.  You can also take an evening course with us in order to prepare for the exam in both history and physical science.
Please notify Ms. Hostetler (guidance counselor) or Ms. Poulin (Vice-Principal) if you intend to write these MELS exam.  
Requirements for entering into CEGEP or Vocational  Education Programs
CEGEP and Vocational Education (D.E.P.) is the next level of education after High School.

Vocational Education (D.E.P.):  
A majority of the programs offered require students to have completed secondary IV English, French and Math. A few programs are available after a secondary III. Certain programs require students to go to information evenings, write placement test etc.

CEGEP :

CEGEP is College in Quebec.  Students have access to either technology programs or university preparatory programs.  A Diploma of Secondary Studies is required for admission.  In addition math 426, 436 or 514 may be required.  Other specific courses may be required.
